18. Once driver installation is complete, a connection should automatically be established with the
DuraMaxHG. In Device Manager, the DuraMaxHG should now be listed under “Mobile devices” as
“Microsoft USB Sync ".



19. You have the option to Set Up Your Device or Connect Without Setting Up Your Device

20. If you choose to Connect Without Setting Up Your Device, you will still be able to Sync files through
Farm Works. But you will not have the Sync button within Mobile Device Center unless you Set up
Your Device.

21. Set Up Your Device will allow you to select what type of information to be synchronized between the

DuraMaxHG and the computer.
